I’m sure we have all been in situations where it seemed the
easiest thing to do is quit, but God gave us the strength to go on.
In the last 18 months there have been a lot of challenges in the
RV industry but at Newmar, quitting was never an option.

It was never an option for our management team to quit. Even
when they were asked to make personal sacrifices and take many
furlough weeks with no pay, they never entertained the idea of
quitting.

Quitting was never an option for our extraordinary employees
company wide. Even when they had multiple weeks of furlough
and were forced to resort to unemployment, they kept positive
attitudes and gave their best on the weeks when they were
working.

Quitting was never an option for the people in leadership in
the Kountry Klub. Our International Director, Regional, and
State/Provincial Directors made financial sacrifices to keep the
work of the Klub going. It wasn’t because it was easy or fun!
They recognized a need and took it upon themselves to do what
they could to fill that need.

It was never an option to quit paying warranty claims to our
dealers or to quit taking care of our customers, even though
some of our competitors did exactly that.

100 years to build the Ark. In those 100 years, he was mocked
and ridiculed continuously. What would have happened if he
had quit after 75 years?

He later became second-
in-command in Egypt and God used him to provide food during
the seven years of famine. What if Joshua had quit after marching
around Jericho six times? After the seventh time God performed
a miracle and the impenetrable walls of Jericho came crashing
down.

Years later David became King over Israel and he was a
forefather of Joseph, the husband of Mary, the mother of Jesus.

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Microwave Chocolate Fudge

1 cup chopped pecans

3 cups (18 ounces) semisweet chocolate chips

1 can (14 ounces) sweetened condensed milk

2 Tablespoons strong brewed coffee, room temperature
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1/8 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Line an 8 inch square pan with foil and butter the foil; set
aside. Place pecans in a microwave-safe pie plate. Microwave
on high for 4 minutes, stirring after each minute; set aside.
In a 2 quart microwave-safe bowl, combine chocolate chips,
milk, coffee, cinnamon, and salt. Microwave, uncovered,
on high for 1 or 1 %2 minutes. Stir until smooth. Stir in
vanilla and pecans. Immediately spread into the prepared
pan. Cover and refrigerate until firm — about 2 hours.
Remove from pan; cut into 1 inch squares. Cover and store
at room temperature. Makes 2 pounds.

1 can (15 oz) pumpkin (not pumpkin pie mix)
1 can (12 oz) evaporated milk

3 eggs

1 cup sugar

4 teaspoons pumpkin pie spice

1 pkg white cake mix

1-1/2 cups chopped pecans or walnuts

3/4 cup butter or margarine, melted

Heat oven to 350. Grease bottom and sides of 9x13 pan with
shortening.

Stir together pumpkin, milk, eggs, sugar and pumpkin pie
spice until smooth. Pour into pan. Sprinkle cake mix (dry)
over pumpkin mixture. Sprinkle with nuts. Pour melted butter
evenly over top.

Bake uncovered 50 to 60 minutes or until knife inserted in
center of dessert comes out clean. Cool completely. Serves 12.
