Kielbasa Cabbage Stew
1/2 – 1 lb. Kielbasa (sliced)
1 lb. potatoes (peeled or unpeeled), cubed
2 cups shredded cabbage
1 large onion, chopped
1 can (14-1/2 oz. chicken broth) reduced sodium or fat
3/4 cup water – divided
2 Tablespoons sugar or Splenda
1 teaspoon Caraway seeds
1/4 teaspoon pepper
1 can (16 oz.) kidney beans (rinsed and drained)

2 Tablespoons flour

In a large saucepan or non-stick skillet, brown kielbasa over
medium heat. Add potatoes, cabbage, onion, broth, ½ cup
water, sugar, pepper and caraway seeds. Bring to a boil.
Reduce heat. Cover and simmer 15-18 minutes or until
potatoes are tender, stirring occasionally.
Add beans and vinegar. Cover and simmer 5-10 minutes
longer. Combine remaining water and flour until smooth.
Stir into stew. Bring to boil. Cook and stir for 2 minutes or
until thickened.

Congratulations to Jim and Wilma Weeks on their appointment
as our International Directors to be!  Sue and I have had the
privilege of knowing and working with Jim and Wilma for several
years and we believe they are an excellent fit for the job.  The
Weeks are taking on this responsibility in what continues to be
a very challenging time for the Klub.  We believe their abilities,
enthusiasm and personal values will build on what the Barnetts
and previous International Directors have contributed.  Having
said that, they will need enthusiastic support from all of us if we
want the Klub to be successful.  I feel certain they will have it!

As we plunge headlong into a new decade, I want to revisit
the subject of new member recruitment.  Bringing new members
into the Klub is absolutely critical to our future.  Over the years,
we’ve tried many ways to increase our membership, with varying
degrees of success, but I’ve rarely heard an idea that personally
involves the person making the suggestion.

From my own experience, I believe the most effective way to
attract new Klub members is PERSONAL CONTACT!  When
you realize that only around 15% of Newmar owners belong to
the Klub, we have a LOT of opportunities to grow.  Most of the
non-members, many of whom bought their rigs used, know very
little, if anything, about the Klub.  It is our job to help them
understand why they really want to belong.

Sound a little like a sales job?  Well, it is!  Many people,
including me, don’t consider themselves particularly good
salespeople, but what I have found is that if you have a good
product and you really believe in it, making a “sale” can be very
rewarding.  I know many Klub members know how to do attract
new members far better than I, but here’s a few starter ideas,
based on several years of personal experience:

1 Arm yourselves with a few of the Klub Membership
Application tri-folds and make sure you familiarize yourself
with what is in them.  Your Region, State or local chapter
officers should have a supply of these, or can get them for
you.

2 This is probably obvious, but I’ve found campgrounds offer
the best recruitment opportunities.  If I see a Newmar product
with no NKK numbers on it, I try to make personal contact.
Generally, I don’t knock on doors, but wait for an opportunity
to talk with folks when they are outside of their coach. To
me, people can be put off when someone tries to “sell” them
something by knocking on their door.  Besides, I’d rather
talk with someone at eye level rather than have them looking

down at me!
3 Rather than starting a conversation asking if the folks are

Klub members, I ask if they know about the Klub.  It’s
possible they are already Klub members and don’t have
their Klub numbers on their rig.  If they don’t know about
the Klub, talk about the benefits of belonging. Personal
experiences really help.  If they know about the Klub but
haven’t joined, chances are they will tell you why.  Many
times people just need a nudge to get them to join..  Let
them know they can attend a rally without being members
and direct them to the web calendar so they can see how
easy it is to find a rally that fits into their schedule.

4 I also talk with people in rigs with the Klub numbers on
them.  I’ve found on a number of occasions that people
have purchased a used rig with the numbers from the
previous owners still showing.  If they are members, I’ve
made a new Klub friend!

5 I’ve found the absolute best way to get new members is at
rallies.  If you are hosting a rally, ask someone to invite non-
Klub members to attend one of the rally socials.  This is a
case where knocking on doors is probably a good idea,
since you are inviting them to an activity with free food!  If
you can get folks to attend, chances are they will be hooked.
At the rallies we attended this past year, the Klub averaged
almost one new member per rally!

6 Every good salesperson has a closer – one or two sentences
that are proven to win over the undecided.  Mine came from
Region 9 Director Dave Harris, who knows more than a few
things about selling:  “Nobody knows your Newmar product
better than another Newmar owner”.  Chances are they will
repay their dues with just one tip from another Klub member.

7 Ask for the sale.  Make sure your prospective new members
have a copy of the application form, and direct them to the
website. Encourage them to ask questions. If you are talking
with your prospective member during a business day, offer
to call the Klub office and let them talk with Vicky or Linda
about starting their membership application.  A bit extreme?
I actually saw this happen at a rally this summer!

None of these ideas are rocket science.  Do whatever works!  If
you have ideas that have worked, share them with me, and I’ll
put them in a future article. The most important thing is that we
ALL take responsibility for doing it.  I believe bringing in new
members is absolutely critical to the future of the Klub.
We need your help!
